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The Umina Beach foreshore

Gosford Council has 
resolved to approve Fast 
Ships Ltd’s request for a one-
year extension to complete 
infrastructure and provide 
a fast ferry service between 
“the Central Coast and 
Sydney”.

Council has resolved to make it 
the final extension, with councillors 
split in the vote.

Fast Ships now has until June 
27, 2009, to start the ferry service. 

Cr Trevor Drake said he 
supported the idea of a Fast Ferry 
service to Sydney, and believed 
the community would too.

“I was not a (Council) member in 
1996 when expression of interest 
went out,” Cr Drake said.

“It’s 10 years now, going into 11 
years.

“It is clear that Fast Ships Limited 
has expended money.

“They’ve entered into an 
agreement, put up money, shown 
their credentials to a certain 
extent. 

“It’s incumbent on council to give 
them that 12 months. 

“This is the last extension I’d 
agree to. 

“It would be wonderful if a fast 
ferry commuter service could be 
established to go from Ettalong to 
Sydney. 

“It is a service I think the Central 
Coast could use, but we should put 
them on quite clear notice that this 
is it.”

Cr Terri Latella said her concerns 
were about the lack of vessel and a 
verifiable cost plan.

“My first major concern that that 
wharf and terminal actually gets 
a commuter fast ferry,” Cr Latella 
said.

“Right now what I’m looking at 
is a proposal for a terminal and 
wharf. 

“According to what has happened 
in the last year, none of the main 
issues have been met.

“I cannot support something 

that 12 months ago we were 
so committed of giving one last 
chance. 

“To date I don’t think there has 
been any verifiable plan on cost to 
commuter. 

“Obviously to date (Fast Ships) 
don’t have a vessel or birthing 
rights.”

At the end of the previously 
agreed 12-month period, council 
were expected to resolve to 
open the possibility of a fast ferry 
between Ettalong and Sydney to 
tender, meaning other companies 
would be able to apply to provide 
the service.

Cr Malcolm Brooks said that 
although he had been a supporter 
of the proposed fast ferry, he too 
had reservations.

“I can understand the frustrations 
going on with the applicant in 
regard to getting financial backers 
and a vessel. 

“My colleague Cr Drake said this 
is their last chance, I’m inclined to 
agree with those thoughts.

“If they can’t do it in 12 months, 
we should forget about a fast ferry 
for another 20 years.”

Cr Vicki Scott also spoke against 
the development, stating that Fast 
Ships were “clutching at straws”.

Cr Scott said that Fast Ships 
stated that it had approached every 
avenue in the country for funding, 
yet it was still pursuing the project.

“While I acknowledge the 
importance of this business in this 
area, it’s just not going to happen,” 
Cr Scott said.

“We promised we’d give them 
one last 12 months, yet here we are 
debating the same thing again.”

Cr Doyle stated that there 
was nothing fast about the Fast 
Ferry calling it a “long, drawn out 
proposal”.

“I have been fortunate or 
unfortunate to be debating this 
thing since 1999,” Cr Doyle said.

“Twelve months ago when this 
came back I made it clear how long 
this piece of string was, but I was 

fairly firm, very direct. 
“I have taken the opportunity 

to discuss with directors what is 
possible and what is not. 

“I wouldn’t be so bloody-minded 
to stop this project going forward, 
I’ve supported for eight years. 

“But I’ve had enough.”
Cr Doyle said that without the 

word “final” in the resolution, 
council had “no hope” of securing 
his vote. 

Cr Doyle asked for the 12-month 
period to be reduced to six months, 
but the change was not accepted 
by Cr Drake, who had moved the 
original motion.

 “I am mindful that substantial 
amounts of shareholders and 
money are involved,” Cr Doyle 
said.

“I don’t wish to kill a dream off, 
but I would certainly like some 
consideration to drawing a line in 
the sand quite firmly.”

Cr Bell said he would also support 
the inclusion of the word “final” as 
it was “definite” and would send a 
“clear message”.

Cr Drake said that previous 
documents had specified a 
timetable for the project, and that 
he did not think the word “final” 
was necessary, but accepted the 
inclusion anyway.

Cr Drake said he believed in the 
“spirit of compromise”. 

“There is no cost to the 
community, only to the company, 
the community has got everything 
to gain,” Cr Drake said.

Four councillors voted in favour 
of the extension, while three voted 
against.

Cr Chris Holstein was not in 
attendance at the meeting, and Cr 
Peter Hale did not vote due to his 
pecuniary interest as a director of 
the company.

Council grants Fast Ships

Gosford Council will hold 
a forum on the Peninsula 
to discuss its Civic 
Infrastructure Strategy on 
March 19.

A location is yet to be decided.
Other forums to discuss the 

strategy will be held on March 21 
at Erina and March 22 at Gosford.

At the forums “an indication of 
the communities support for the 
strategy will be taken”, according 
to council.

Council said its website now 
includes information for the 
community about the strategy 
which includes $430 million worth 
of projects to upgrade roads, 
community facilities, sporting 
facilities and the environment 
across the local region.

Information about the forums 
and ways community members can 
express their views on the strategy 
are also available on the site.

Projects funded on the Peninsula 
will be the Ettalong Beach 
Foreshore Enhancement, the 
Umina Beach Coastal Walkway, 
the implementation of a skate park 
strategy, the Blackwall Mountain 
plan of management, the Broken 
Bay Beaches plan of management 
and the Everglades Lagoon plan of 
management.

Projects that have missed out 

include the Woy Woy waterfront 
development, Umina Beach 
streetscape improvements stages 
four and five, Peninsula Theatre 
stage 2 and a Umina Library 
upgrade.

To fund the bulk of the strategy’s 
projects, council is seeking 
approval from the Minister for 
Local Government to implement 
the rate rise. 

The rise would equate to a $40 
increase per year, for five years, 
or 11 cents per day extra, for “the 
majority of ratepayers”.

Forum to be held on 
rate rise projects
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The changes come as 
a result of the proposed 
construction of the 
EnergyAustralia Substation 
at Empire Bay.

“The focus has been 
on the substation and no 
one has had any idea that 
the power lines were going 
through the street,” said 
Ruth Ross, president of the 
Residents of Kincumber 
Association.

According to Allyn 
Hamonet, spokesperson 
for EnergyAustralia, the new 
substation would need to 
be serviced from existing 
substations from Woy Woy 
and Avoca resulting in the 
power lines being run down 
Melville St.

Residents are concerned 
that the 66,000 volts, 
compared to the current 
11,000 volts will pose a 
health risk to those living in 
close proximity to the power 
lines, however Mr Hamonet 
claims that there will be 
little difference in terms of 
the level of electromagnetic 
fi eld and if anything, there 
may be less.

“Magnetic fi elds are 
produced by current which 
has to push the voltage 
along the line.

“The higher the voltage, 
the less current is required 
which then reduces the level 
of magnetic fi eld,” said Mr 
Hamonet.

Concerned resident 
Joanne Hughes thinks that 
EnergyAustralia should 
consider alternate routes 
for the power lines or the 
possibility of putting them 
underground and ensuring 
residents are aware of the 
issue.

“They should be 
consulting more with 
residents, not everyone 
received the letters that we 
received, not everyone in 
this street is aware of it,” 
said Ms Hughes.

However Mr Hamonet 
claims that residents have 
been kept informed about 

the status of the upgrade 
with newsletters and regular 
updates.

“It’s the most heavily 
populated area of the whole 
route,” said Ms Ross.

“There is a preschool, 
sporting oval and a 
retirement village, all very 
good reasons to consider 
the health risk of putting 
66,000 volts overheard,” 
she said.

Mr Hamonet said that 
EnergyAustralia operates 
well within health regulation 
guidelines and the increased 
voltage should not affect 
residents any more than 
the power lines that are 
currently in place.

“Magnetic fi elds 
generated by power lines 
are no greater than those 
generated by a plasma TV 
or a home computer,” said 
Mr Hamonet.

According to 
E n e r g y A u s t r a l i a , t h e 
power lines along Melville 
St, Kincumber were 
constructed in 1976 with an 
original view to connect to 
a substation in the Empire 
Bay area.

The power lines are 
currently operating at 
11,000 volts however, 
they have the capacity to 
function at 66,000.

The power line structure 
will not be replaced in full 
to cater for the substation 
however according to Mr 
Hamonet, two, possibly 
three power poles will 
be replaced for general 
maintenance as well as 
the upgrade of overhead 
support structures.

Representatives of 
Melville St met with MP 
Chris Hartcher on Friday, 
November 12, to discuss 
their concerns and possible 
alternatives.

Who doesn’t love a garage sale?
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Police, working 
with the NSW 
E n v i r o n m e n t 

Protection Authority 
(EPA), will allege that 
up to 17,000 tonnes 
of restricted waste, 
containing asbestos, 
appear to have been 
dumped, or disposed of 
illegally, at a property on 
Cherry Lane, Kulnura.

Strike Force Dothan was 
established by offi cers 
attached to Redfern Police 
Area Command, to investigate 
anomalies recorded in the 
removal and disposal of waste, 
as part of the Green Square 
Town Centre development.

In August 2016, contractors 
were engaged as part of 
the development, and were 
required to remove excavated 
material, which included 
asbestos and restricted waste, 
that could only be safely 
disposed of at two Sydney 
sites.

Strike Force Dothan 
investigators continued their 
inquiries, and on the morning 
of Wednesday, August 29, 
executed a search warrant at 
the Kulnura property.

Investigators, accompanied 
by offi cers from the NSW EPA, 
have spoken to the property 
owners and have ascertained 
that they were advised that the 
material being dumped at their 
property was clean fi ll.

Samples from the property 
will be analysed, and it is 
anticipated that large scale 
remediation will be required.

Investigators believe the 
illegal dumping operation is 
linked to organised crime.

A 48-year-old man remains 
before the courts after being 
charged with numerous 
offences by Strike Force 
Dothan investigators, including 
fraud offences totalling almost 
$4m relating to the illegal 
dumping of asbestos.

Investigations continue into 
the matter, and police have 
urged anyone with information 
about illegal dumping to come 
forward.

As a result of extensive 
inquiries on Friday,  August 

17, a 48-year-old man 
was arrested at Sydney 
International Airport.

He was taken to Redfern 
Police Station and charged 
with 13 counts of dishonestly 
obtain fi nancial advantage by 
deception, knowingly deal with 
proceeds of crime intent to 
conceal, and knowingly direct 
activities of criminal group.

The man was refused bail 
to appear at Parramatta Bail 
Court on Saturday, August 18.

He remained bail refused 
and was next due to appear at 
Central Local Court on Friday,  
August 24.

Before locating the alleged 
waste at Kulnura, Strike Force 
Dothan detectives executed 
search warrants, with the 

assistance of the NSW EPA, 
at homes on James Street, 
Guildford West and Elford 
Crescent, Merrylands West, on 
Monday, August 20.

A number of items, including 
an electronic device was 
seized during a search warrant 
at a commercial offi ce on 
Cooper Street, Smithfi eld, on 
Wednesday, August 22.

Then on Thursday, August 
23, detectives with assistance 
from Redfern Police Area 
Command, the Public Order 
and Riot Squad, Police Rescue, 
Traffi c and Highway Patrol 
Command and NSW EPA  
executed a search warrant at 
a Kemps Creek rural property.

During the search, police 
seized documents, computers 

and a quad dog trailer.
NSW EPA Chief Environmental 

Regulator Mark Gifford said 
illegal dumping is a serious 
environmental crime that can 
cause harm to the community 
and the environment.

“We take the matter very 
seriously, especially when 
asbestos is involved,” Mr 
Gifford said.

“The NSW EPA is pleased 
to be working alongside 
NSW Police to investigate 
the alleged illegal dumping 
of around 17,000 tonnes of 
waste material containing 
asbestos and related 
fraudulent activity.”

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Four Director positions and 
their departments have 
been cut from Central 
Coast Council as part of 
cost-cutting, but 
Administrator, Dick 
Persson, says an extra 
$70M a year is needed to 
continue delivering the 
essential services of roads, 
rates and rubbish at 
current levels.

The Administrator presented 
his three-month progress 
report at Council’s meeting on 
Wednesday, February 3.

The meeting started late as 
Persson spent about half an 
hour speaking to protesters 
who gathered outside the 
Gosford chambers and were 
filmed by a television crew 
chanting “No rate rise”.

He asked how many of them 
realised that with the rate 
harmonisation process, former 
Wyong residents would pay on 
average $3 a week less.

Some of the protesters said 
they did not know that.

Persson acknowledged the 
challenge in communicating to 
the community the need for a 
rate rise.

“I can’t get the message to 
the community strong enough 
- this is dire,” he said.

Persson said he was happy to 
talk to residents but warned: “If 
you come to me with 
alternatives, we won’t talk if 
you haven’t read my report.”

The report says that cutting 
costs would deliver about 70 
percent of the $70M per year 
shortfall needed for essential 

services while a rate rise would 
deliver the rest - if the 
Independent Pricing and 
Regularity Tribunal (IPART) 
agreed to grant one.

Persson said that other 
services such as libraries, pool 
hours and sporting field 
maintenance would be cut 
back if the proposed rate rise 
did not get IPART approval.

Council wants a rate rise of 
15 percent and its second 
choice is a 10 percent increase.

The deadline for Council’s 
submission to IPART was 
Monday, February 8 and the 
Council voted on Wednesday 
February 8 to sent the 
recommendation to IPART for 
the 15 per cent increase.

“This need for a rate rise has 
come out of left field and IPART 

is aware of that and is being 
accommodating,” he said. 

Meanwhile, the work of 
reducing the number of staff at 
Council continues and Persson 
said Council was meeting its 
redundancy target.

Four directors and their 
directorates – Governance; 
Innovation and Futures; People 
and Culture; and Information 
Management and Technology 
- have been cut.

The number of senior staff 
has reduced from nine to five 
and the business areas that fell 
under these directorates have 
been moved elsewhere within 
the organisation.

The governance director’s 
position was vacant, as was the 
IT position, and the director of 
Innovation and Futures has left.

The Human Resources 
department has been 
incorporated into Corporate 
Services and the Internal 
Ombudsman is no longer on 
the executive leadership team.

Also, the next line of managers 
has been cut from 39 to 26.

These positions will go as 
staff leave the organisation 
over the coming months.

“People are willing to go,” 
Persson said.

The capital works program 
for this financial year had been 
cut from $240M to $170M.

Persson said the current 
shortfall of $70M every year 
was not sustainable and banks 
wanted evidence of a plan to 
reduce costs.

Central Coast Council has 
announced it “is in a serious 
financial situation and faces 
an immediate and serious 
liquidity issue”.

It is looking to borrow up to $100 
million to maintain liquidity in the 
short term, and for other help from 
the State Government.

“Some expenditure over the past 
12-18 months may have resulted in 
restricted funds being used contrary 
to the provisions of the Local 
Government Act 1993,” a media 
release issued by the council on 
October 6 stated.  

“This is still under investigation.”
A deficit of $41 million reported in 

March is now expected to increase 
to $89 million.

“Council chief executive Mr Gary 
Murphy has today advised the Office 
of Local Government NSW of the 
financial issues.”

The media release stated: “These 
issues have recently come to light 
due to reviews commissioned by 
the chief executive officer and 
notwithstanding a previous audit and 
report that did not reveal the issues 
currently under investigation.”

On October 8, the Council issued 
a further media release stating that 
discussions had been held with 
Minister for Local Government Ms 
Shelley Hancock and the Office of 
Local Government.

It said the council had established 
a “100-Day Action Plan to Recovery”.

The Office of Local Government 
has been asked to provide an 
independent adviser to review 
Council’s financial position and 
identify possible options as quickly 
as possible.

It said a forensic audit would be 
undertaken of Council’s finances.

Changes were made 
to “management spending 
delegations”.

A Council working group was 
established to identify potential 
savings in capital works and 
operational services programs.

While full-time staffing would not 
change, a review of contracted and 
temporary workforce was underway.

Council staff were investigating 
whether appropriate financial 
controls and structures were in place 
for cashflow management.

The media release said they 
were also looking at the costs of 
council amalgamation in mid-2016 
(estimated at more than $100 
million), the cost of a recent IPART 
(close to $100 million over three 
years) and cost-shifting from State 
Government to Council (estimated 
at $45 million or more per year).

Following the October 12 council 
meeting, mayor Cr Lisa Matthews 

said the Council had resolved to 
continue to focus on its 100-Day 
Action Plan to financial recovery, 
to seek further assistance from the 
State Government and to establish 
a Finance Committee.

She said Mr Murphy was on 
leave.

He did not attend the council 
meeting.

Water and sewer director Mr 
Jamie Loader was acting chief 
executive officer.

Cr Matthews said councillors 
had requested Mr Loader to write to 
the Minister for Local Government 
seeking urgent assistance.

She said the council was seeking 
advice on the process for obtaining 
approval to borrow from restricted 
funds.

It was looking to borrow up 
to $100 million for “maintaining 
liquidity in the Council until such 
time as the actions within the draft 
100-day recovery action plan are 
implemented”.

“A forensic audit of Council’s 
finances will be undertaken and 
Council will continue to seek 
additional support and advice from 
the Office of Local Government 
during this period of transition,” said 
Cr Matthews.

“A Finance Committee comprised 
of all the councillors, the Office 
of Local Government appointed 
independent financial expert and 
human resources adviser, and an 
independent legal adviser will be 
established to oversee Council’s 
forensic internal audit and the 
100-Day Action Plan to financial 
recovery.”

Parliamentary Secretary for the 
Central Coast, Mr Adam Crouch, 
said the NSW Government would 
not “bail out” the Council.

“The NSW Government will not 
bend the rules for a council that has 
fundamentally failed to do the job the 
community expects them to do.”

Claiming that the situation arose 
from “financial mismanagement”, Mr 
Crouch said: “The councillors are 
Council’s governing body, and are 
responsible for these operational 
failings.

“Mayor Cr Lisa Matthews needs 
to stand up and take responsibility 
for the problems she was elected to 
oversee. 

“She needs to show some 
leadership and work with her fellow 
councillors and tell the community 
what they are going to do about it.”

Council seeks 
$100M loan ‘to 

maintain liquidity’

A heritage ferry still in active 
service locally has had its 
engine replaced.

The Codock II, owned and 
operated by Central Coast Ferries, 
now has a “new” Gardner 5LW 
diesel engine.

The old Gardner 5LW engine, 
which was installed in 1960, had 
to be removed after a major failure. 

The replacement engine was 
from the Snowy Mountain Scheme 

and was built in 1950.
The original manufacturer 

Gardner Marine now describes 
the engine as “rare”, but that it 
“can be supplied by us fully factory 
remanufactured”.

The engine is described as 
having “single lever control and 2 
U.C. 2:1 reversing and reduction 
gear”. 

“The 5LW develops 78 bhp at 
1500 rpm and has a swept volume 
of 426 cu ins (7.0 litres).”

The Codock II was originally 
built for the Royal Australian Navy 
in 1943 with a 114bhp V8 Cadillac 
petrol engine.

The vessel was acquired by 
Cockatoo Dockyard in 1947, 
where it was in daily service until 
the dockyard closed in 1991.

Central Coast Ferries 
purchased it in 2006.

The Peninsula has suburbs 
with the largest number of

The Peninsula contained the 
top two suburbs on the Central 
Coast with the greatest numbers of 
people in the age group.

Council community planning 
manager Ms Kerrie Forrest told the 

committee that 4065 people aged 
65 and over lived in the Umina-
Pearl Beach-Patonga statistical 
area.

The Woy Woy-Blackwall 
statistical area had 3466 people 
aged 65 and over.

The “suburbs” with the next 
highest populations were North 
Gosford-Wyoming (2973), Bateau 
Bay (2964) and Lake Munmorah-
Chain Valley Bay (2700).

She said that typically 28 per 
cent lived alone and 49 per cent 
lived in couple-only households.

Around a quarter of them were 

in low income households, earning 
under $650 a week.

About a quarter were born 
overseas.

And about a quarter had no 
internet connection.

She said the council-proposed 
Positive Ageing Strategy would 
focus on social connections and 
participation, better information 
and technical skills, staying 
healthy and active, and providing 
age friendly facilities.

Commission has 
r e c o m m e n d e d 
consent to the 
Minister for the 
Wallarah 2 
underground coal 
mine, subject to 
conditions, despite 
admitting that the 
location is sensitive 
to the Central Coast’s 
drinking water 
supply.

The decision follows 
the public meeting in 
Wyong on November 3, 
2017.

According to a 
Statement of Facts 
(SOF) released to the 
public on January 17, 
the Commission has 
determined the proposal 
is in the public interest.

“The creation of 300 
operational jobs and 450 
construction jobs, along 
with the investment in the 
local area, would have 
signifi cant local benefi ts 
for the community, 
provide investment in 
the Central Coast and 
contribute to the growth 
of the region,” the SOF 
read.

“The mine would also 
generate royalties for the 
State and the people of 
NSW, while providing a 
source of high quality 
thermal coal during the 
global transition to a 

decarbonised economy.
“Impacts and 

potential risks can be 
appropriately managed 
through the framework 
of rigorous controls and 
requirements in place 
to manage, mitigate, 
minimise, compensate 
and offset those impacts.

“In considering the 
suitability of the site for 
underground mining, 
the Commission 
acknowledged its 
location under a 
sensitive drinking water 
catchment, the strategic 
context of a growing 
population, an uncertain 
future global coal market 
along with the need to 
curb carbon emissions, 
and reliance on coal fi red 
power stations,” the SOF 
read.

“The Commission 
heard and acknowledged 

strong calls for it to take a 
precautionary approach 
given the potential for 
impacts to the Central 
Coast’s drinking water 
supply catchment.

“The issue has been 
assessed in detail.

“Impacts were 
assessed to be small and 
acceptable, with no net 
impact on the availability 
of water for the Central 
Coast drinking water 
supply catchment during 
the life of the mine,” the 
report stated.

“The framework of 
conditions requires formal 
reviews of the subsidence 
predictions and impacts, 
adaptive management, 
compensatory water 
supply and ultimately, 
include requirements for 
mining to cease if this is 
deemed necessary.

“The Commission 

has found that these 
extensive conditions will 
provide a precautionary 
approach to protecting 
the drinking water supply 
catchment.

“The Commission 
has noted the impacts 
of subsidence on fl ood 
levels and emergency 
evacuation routes and the 
requirements for works to 
be undertaken to raise or 
relocate dwellings and 
relevant road levels.

“Conditions will also 
ensure air and noise 
emissions from the pit 
top facilities and coal 
transport process will be 
monitored and managed.

“In reaching this 
decision, the Commission 
considered carefully 
the concerns raised 
by the community, the 
Department of Planning 
and Environment’s 

assessment and 
recommendation for 
approval, and previous 
Planning Assessment 
Commission reviews of 
the project,” the SOF 
concluded.

The Australian Coal 
Alliance’s (ACA) Mr Allan 
Hayes, said the ACA was 
already preparing a legal 
challenge.

“The Central Coast 
community needs to 
know that we have a 
government that let them 
down and a government 
that has put their drinking 
water supply at risk, all to 
placate the machinations 
of a foreign government 
and a South Korean 
mining company,” Mr 
Hayes said.

“The PAC is risking 
the region’s entire water 
supply all so a coal 
company can send coal 
overseas.

“Wyong Coal needs to 
know that the community 
will not accept this.

“This fi ght is far from 
over,” Mr Hayes said.

Member for Wyong and 
Shadow Minister for the 
Central Coast, Mr David 
Harris, said that despite 
overwhelming opposition 
from the community, 
the PAC has approved 
this controversial 
project, which has been 
the subject of a long 
and bitter community 
campaign against it.

“Central Coast 
residents need to know 
that this determination 
means that 300 
megalitres, or 120 
Olympic sized swimming 
pools, of treated mine 
water waste will be 
released into the Central 
Coast water supply each 
year.

“This is a clear cut 
broken promise from 
the Liberal Government, 
which promised in 
2011 to stop the mine 
going ahead, with then 
Opposition Leader, Barry 
O’Farrell, notoriously 
photographed wearing a 
“Water not Coal” T shirt 
with his Central Coast 
candidates.”

David Harris has called 
on the Premier to urgently 
address this issue and 
deliver on the Liberal’s 
promise to stop the mine.

Friction between the State 
and Federal Governments 
has come to a head over 
the Central Coast’s lack of 
Pfizer supply as the region 
records over 60 new cases 
so far this week.

With cases on the rise and 
dozens of new exposure sites 
listed across the region, 
increased vaccination 
coverage is something the 
NSW Government said could 
get the Coast out of lockdown 
sooner.

As of Monday, September 13, 
over 70 per cent of Peninsula 
residents had received their 
first dose of any COVID-19 
vaccine and over 40 per cent 

were fully vaccinated.
Over 48,000 doses of vaccine 

have been administered on the 
Peninsula.

The state-wide lockdown is 
expected to end in mid-October 
after the State achieves over 
70 per cent vaccination 
coverage.

The potential for the Coast to 
leave the lockdown earlier 
would be dependent on vaccine 
supply and community uptake.

Parliamentary Secretary for 
the Central Coast, Adam 
Crouch, said there had been a 
‘very short’ supply of Pfizer on 
the Coast and said he hoped 
the Federal Government would 
supply more Pfizer doses.

“Gosford and Wyong Hospitals 
are currently administering 
4,800 Pfizer doses per week,” 
Crouch said.

“This is very good but we can 
always do better.

“This is just 40 per cent of 
what Gosford and Wyong 
Hospitals could do if Pfizer 
vaccines were readily available.

“Gosford Hospital even has 
the staff and the space ready 
and waiting to operate as a 
mass vaccination hub, but only 
if the Federal Government 
supplies more Pfizer doses.”

It is reported that Gosford and 
Wyong Hospitals can administer 
up to 12,000 Pfizer COVID-19 
vaccines per week in addition 

to its administering of 
AstraZeneca doses but this is 
entirely dependent on supply.

Federal Member fo Robertson, 
Lucy Wicks, has welcomed a 
review of how General 
Practitioners (GPs) are 
allocated to areas like the 
Central Coast.

“Central Coast residents are 
doing their bit to hit the 70 per 
cent and 80 per cent targets,” 
Wicks said.

“To date, the NSW Government 
has received almost three 
million doses of Pfizer, which is 
enough to vaccinate around 45 
per cent of the state with a first 
dose.

“However, I am advised the 

Central Coast Local Health 
District has not received an 
increase in Pfizer allocations 
since July 2021.

“From the NSW Government 
allocation of Pfizer, the Central 
Coast has been receiving about 
half (2.1 per cent) of the Pfizer 
we would expect based on our 
population size (4.8 per cent), 
which has left a shortfall of 
about 30,000 doses locally.

“I thank the NSW Premier for 
her determination to stamp out 
the Delta outbreak in Western 
and Southwest Sydney, but its 
time our region gets back the 
30,000 Pfizer doses that were 
taken to fight the virus on the 
front-line.”

Buck passing doesn’t solve Pfizer shortage
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More than half of land 
zoned for future open 
space needs to be acquired 
by Central Coast Council, 
the council-under-
administration’s newly 
endorsed Green Grid Plan 
shows.

A first of its kind for regional 
NSW, the Plan aims to deliver 
an interconnected network of 
open space that will keep the 
Coast’s major centres cool, 
encourage healthy living, 
enhance biodiversity and 

ensure ecological resilience.
The plan shows the Central 

Coast contains 4,829 ha of land 
zoned for public open space 

(RE1) and 498 ha of land zoned 
for private open space (RE2) 
such as golf courses. 

In addition, a number of 
Council bushland reserves, 
zoned environmental 
protection, National Parks and 
State Forests offer opportunities 
for recreation.

The plan says that 35 per cent 
of land zoned RE1 is owned by 
Council, “leaving 65 per cent as 
areas for future open space as 
a result of future acquisition”.

The Green Grid establishes a 

framework for planning and 
identification of future projects. 

Current availability of open 
space found that 89 per cent of 
people lived within a 400m 
radius of publicly owned land 
but this was not equal across 
each of the 17 Social Planning 
Districts and a large proportion 
of these areas contained no 
mapped open space 
improvements, such as play 
equipment, outdoor gyms, or 
paths.

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Water rates will rise on the 
Central Coast from July 1 
by 17 per cent, with further 
rises of 6 per cent in 2023, 
8 per cent in 2024 and 1 
per cent in 2025 before 
inflation.

The final decision of the 
Independent Pricing and 
Regulatory Tribunal (IPART) 
holds true to the rise suggested 
in its draft report, released in 
March, but with a reallocation 
of percentage rises over the 

four-year period to allow for a 
slightly reduced initial increase.

The 17 per cent rise in the 
first year is 2 per cent lower 
than the 19 per cent outlined in 
the draft report, with the 
subsequent rises replacing the 
former suggestion of 4 per cent 
rises in each of the succeeding 
three years.

IPART chair, Carmel Donnelly, 
said the price path would allow 
Central Coast Council to recoup 
the same amount of money 
over the four-year-period as if 

the tribunal had granted an 
immediate increase of 28 per 
cent from this year.

Council originally applied for 
a 37 per cent (figure adjusted 
for inflation) rise from July 1 
this year.

Donnelly said a typical 
household bill would rise $183 
in the first year (as opposed to 
$200 in the draft report), 
followed by $80, $106 and $9 
in the subsequent years.

The tribunal found an increase 

was necessary for Council to 
maintain the water-related 
infrastructure, with customers 
reporting persistent problems 
in parts of the water supply 
system.

“The increases should enable 
Central Coast Water to improve 
the quality of services its 
customers receive,” Donnelly 
said.

“In response to the 
community’s concerns about 
affordability, we adjusted the 
price path (in the final decision) 

to slightly ease bill impacts in 
the first year of the determination 
period.

“Over 1,000 stakeholders 
responded to our issues paper 
survey and 89 per cent 
indicated they would prefer any 
necessary price increases be 
applied gradually.

“We have also made 
recommendations to support 
pensioners and customers who 
may need extra assistance.”

For instance, whilst en-route to work doctors may 
listen to a podcast. Throughout the day, doctors may engage in a case-based discussion 
with a peer, attend a multidisciplinary meeting and analyse patient outcomes. In the 
evening, some doctors may participate in committee / board meeting or complete an online 
learning module. All these activities are recognised under the CPD Home Program and can 
be recorded in the CPD Home website and CPD Home App.
